INTRODUCTION

We, Women Entrepreneurs and Women in Business from 19 countries – Ghana, Nigeria, Guinea, Mali, Sudan, Cameroon, Uganda, Congo DRC, South Africa, Mauritius, Kenya, Malawi, Zimbabwe, Zambia, Tanzania, USA, Canada, Argentina, Trinidad and Tobago and other participating institutions and agencies - UNDP Africa, UNECA/ACW, UNIFEM, UNESCO, OAU/AEC, ENTERPRISE AFRICA, USAID/WIDTECH, IDRC, IFC, EMPRETEC ZIMBABWE, NCNW-INC, JUNIOR CHAMBERS INTERNATIONAL AND MIAMI DADE CHAMBER OF COMMERCE who participated in the 3rd Global Women Entrepreneurs Trade Fair and Investment Forum and People’s Assembly which took place at the Hyatt Regency Hotel at the Miami Convention Center in Miami, Florida;

Having discussed at length and voiced out our aspirations as women entrepreneurs and women in business;

Recognizing the challenges posed by globalization and the need to access information technology;

Realizing the critical need for the development of our human, natural resources and physical infrastructure;

Knowing that access to credit and long-term investment loans are invaluable inputs for women businesses and a means for job creation and a sure way to eradicate poverty and hunger;

Considering the effect of wars and instability in some countries in Africa in particular and the world in general which adversely affect development, trade and Investment as was emphasized during The Accra Declaration in July 1996 and the Addis Ababa Recommendation of 1998 and re-echoed in Miami Recommendation of May 2000;

Do hereby make the following recommendations to be implemented by AFWE, The International Community, Donor Agencies and Governments in Africa in particular and the world in general:

-      Access to credit:  Donors, international agencies and governments to create a fund such 

       as, OPIC funds, USAID, etc. to serve as source of credit for women
-     Micro finance Institutions:  must be gender sensitive and made available and evenly distributed in the continent.

· AFWE:  to lobby Governments of countries to reduce trade barriers and create/expand cooperation among countries and reduce bottle  necks at Border crossings

· Standardization of products (sizes, parts etc)

· Common markets for Africa  and all Africa Trade agreements in line with OAU/AEC, NAFTA, LAFTA etc

· Regional Currency for a  example, the ECO in ECOWAS,   leading to common Currency for Africa

· Heavy punishment for bribery and corruption as well as putting measures in place to address working conditions of public service personnel should be pursued by governments
· AFWE:  to introduce educational training programs for her members on quality control protection of patent, trademarks and other intellectual property

· AFWE:  To aggressively lobby African Governments to implement and enforce of intellectual property rights legislation and other Trade policies.
· AFWE: To put pressure on African Governments to speed up the deregulation and privatization of telecommunications and  power and other utilities and thereby facilitate the development of IT and increased productivity

-    USA and EUROPEAN Countries: To consider easy access to Visa for international travel to all countries

- . UNECA/AFWE/DONORS:  Establishment of information centers in the five regions in Africa whereby     centers in each country will be established through governments and the national associations of women entrepreneurs in individual countries.
